Ev olgusu, Adem ve Hava’nin kendilerini értmelerinden, Robinson
Crusoe’un hig kimsenin olmadidi bir adada kendisine bir yuva
insa etmesine kadar bir gok anlatida farkl formlarda kargimiza
cikmaktadir. Sadece bireye ait ve bu anlamda mahrem mekan
kavrami sadece hayatta degil, hayati anlamlandirmaya galisan
anlatilarda bile bireye gliven duygusu vermektedir.

icinde yasadigimiz cadin yikici bir sekilde stirekli bir déntsim
dayatmasi kimlik ve aidiyet kavramlarinin daha sivi bir zemine
oturmasina neden oldu. Dogal olarak, bu kavramlarin
somutlastiklar mekan olan “ev” de sorgulanmaya baslad.
Evler anlamlarini disaridan izole olmak ve sadece igeriye ait
bir mekani imlemekten aldigi kadar kendisini kusatan ve evler
arasi ligkileri belirleyen kentle olan etkilesiminden de alir.
Boylelikle, endustriyellesme ile sehirlerin yasadidi hizli
dénUstm evler Uzerinde de belirleyici olur.

Kentlesmenin en dnemli mimarlaridan olan Le Corbusier’e
goére ev “iginde yasanilacak bir makine” olarak ifade edilir.
Ancak Le Corbusier evi mekaniklestirerek yuva kavramindan
uzaklastirmaktadir. Oysa ki ev kavrami bir metadan ziyade
iyi-kotl kavramlarinin égrenildigi ve glven etrafinda
orgutlenen, aile, komsu, mahalle, kimlik ve bellek gibi gok
katmanli iligkileri icinde barindiran ve kutsallik atfedilen

bir mekandir.

‘Hig Yer-Yok' serisi de kent igerisinde glruyerek yikilan ve yok
edilemekte olanin izlerini ararken kentin iginde yer alan ara
ve anonim mekanlari ifade eder. Bununla birlikte ginUmuzde
yasanan kentlerdeki degisim ve donlisim sureci igerisinde
plansiz yapilasmanin her yeri adeta istila etmesi olgusunu da
yansitmaktadir. Eserler neredeyse distopik bir diinya iginde
yer alirken, gegmis, simdi ve gelecek sorgulamasina davet
eder. Yasam alanlarindaki kentsel aidiyet ve kimlik kavramlari
Gzerinde durur.

The concept of home has been seen in multiple forms
throughout history. From Adam and Eve covering themselves
to Robinson Crusoe building himself a shed on an inhabited
island. Private space, belonging only to the individual gives the
individual a sense of trust not only in life, but also in narratives
that try to make sense of life.

The destructive and continuous transformation of the age we
live in has caused the concepts of identity and belonging fo
become more fluid. Naturally, “the home’, the place where
these concepts were embodied, began to be questioned.
Houses take their meanings from being isolated from the
outside and indicating only an interior space, as well as its
interaction with the city that surrounds itself and determines
the relations between the houses. Thus, the rapid
transformation experienced by cities with industrialization
becomes determinant on houses.

According fo Le Corbusier, one of the most important architects
of urbanization, the house is expressed as “a machine to live

in”. However, Le Corbusier mechanizes the house away from
the concept of home. The concept of home is a place where

the concepts of good and bad are learned rather than

a commodity, organized around trust, containing multi-layered
relationships such as family, neighbour, neighbourhood, identity
and memory, and attributed sacredness.

The series ‘There’s No Space’ refers to the intermediate and
anonymous spaces in the city while looking for the fraces of
the decaying and destroyed. It also reflects the fact that
unplanned construction invades everywhere in the process
of change and transformation in today’s cities. While the
works take place in an almost dystopian world, they invite the
question of past, present and future. The series focus on the
concepts of urban belonging and identity in living spaces.
